CLASS DESCRIPTIONS:
ALL sessions include PAINTING & DRAWING: Art fundamentals using a wide
variety of media: tempera, watercolors, pastels, pencil, collage, charcoal and acrylics.

ART FOR 10 TO 14 YEAR-OLDS: A week of art for slightly older students, we have
a chance to go more deeply into different media. We will be working with photography,
fabric arts, clay, printmaking and more.

BOOK ARTS: Decorating papers, illustrating, writing, and inventive bookbinding.
Non-writing students always have the option of using only images in their artist books.

CLAY WORK: Although clay is not listed as a class, we do a clay project every week
connected to the media used that week’s class. 

DECORATIVE ART: Paper maché, clay, sculpture, decorative (and useful) household
objects and more.

FABRIC ART: Fabric decorating: batiking, silk screening, painting, dying & printing—
creating pillows, t-shirts and more with finished fabrics.

MIXED MEDIA: This week we will create using all media: photography, book arts,
fabric, printing & decorative arts. 

PHOTOGRAPHY & COLLAGE: Each student is lent a digital camera to take photo-
graphs at home for the week. We also have assignments at camp (self portraits, etc.) and
create final projects using students own photographs. 

PRINTING & CARD-MAKING: Relief printing, monoprints and stamping using a
variety of techniques and papers. Students will bring home their fine art cards they can
use throughout the year
